VISA INFORMATION
Visas for entry into Slovenia are issued by 43 Slovenian embassies and 10 Austrian embassies around the World (see the list of embassies). An application must be made at  the embassy in you home country or at the nearest Slovene embassy. You can apply at the Austrian embassy only if you are a citizen of the country in which the embassy is located.
The procedure for receiving a visa for this year’s championship is the following:

You should send the following information to the organizing committee (tanja.verboten@taekwondo-itf.si ):
· Name and surname of the applicant 
· Sex

· Date of birth
· Nationality

· Occupation

· Passport number and type
· Title (competitor, umpire, judge, vip...)

· Information about the embassy on which you will apply for the visa (from the list of embassies )
· Certificate numbers of black belt holders

Organizing committee will forward the information to Slovene Ministry for foreign affairs; they will forward it to the chosen embassies. 
Organizing committee will send letters of guarantee to the applicants. 

Applicants should contact the embassy on which they will apply for a vises as soon as possible to check which additional documents should be prepared or sent in advance.

Embassies will request:

· Letter of guarantee

· Application form (http://www.mzz.gov.si/index.php?id=2928&L=2 )

· Passport

· 2 color photograph 45 mm × 35 mm

· Proof that the applicant is a member of national Taekwondo Federation

· Settled traveling health insurance
· Any supporting documents required.

All document should be originals, copieas, faxes etc. are not allowed.

In most cases only one member of your team will be requested at the embassy to collect visas for the whole team. 
Deadline for submiting the data to the organising committee is March 20th 2007, othervise we cannot guarantee that visas will be issued on time.  Deadline for submitting application for visa to the embassies is April 1st 2007.
Whether applicants will receive the visas or not is in no case in the power of organising committee but it depends completely on the Embassies, which means that organising committee cannot guarantee that all applicants will receive their visas.
